Deliver the Dream connected Hallie with Minutemen Press of Boca Raton, Florida who agreed to donate the printing and shrink wrapping of the note cards.  “This project has gotten legs of its’ own”, said Deb Singer, Hallie’s mother. “The cards are fun and whimsical and Deliver the Dream is the perfect recipient of Hallie’s vision.” The cards seem to sell themselves when Hallie explains how sales of the cards will help children to be able to go on an adventure with their own family. “I value the adventures I go on with my own family, and Deliver The Dream allows all different types of families to make memories together.” said, Hallie. “It’s fun to sell them and know it is going to a great cause.”
Hallie will be selling the note cards in the weeks leading up to her Bat Mitzvah, May 30th at Park Synagogue.
